April Council Minutes
April 27",2009 / A.S. XLIII

Council began at 7:08 pm. Tadhg was not present, having mundane responsibilities doing load in for
Spamalot. Therefore, Her Excellency Morrghan began with March's Word Of The Month on his behalf.
Gratitude can be defined as a feeling of thanks for what one has received, usually in the sense that they
have been given something. It comes from the Middle Latin as a word that literally means thankfulness
and grace. There will not be any Word of the Month this month, but Morrghan wished to express
gratitude on behalf of both of them for the service that various members of the populace have rendered,
especially at work parties. Turii mentioned that work parties happen on Sundays as well as Saturdays,
and requested that those who can show up before noon if possible.

Their Excellencies attended Bargamels, where it was really, really cold. The next event they are
shooting for is Bouncer's Tourney in Couer du Val, on May 9"...it looks like a fun one.

Ceridwen reported that her Quarterly report to Summits bounced, so she has resolved to double-check
her addressees before sending mail. She has received word on some changes for future contestants in
Crown and Coronet tourneys. Proof of membership is required for each contestant and their consort, to
be current up through the end of their prospective reign. Such proof must be presented to the Kingdom
Seneschal within 10 days of the tournament.
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Old Business:

Turii reported that he has given up on the idea of custom-printed M & Ms, as cool as they
would have been. If we were to order a 10 1b bag and divide it into 1-ounce portions, said
portions would have to be sold for $3.25 each in order to make a potential profit of $160. He
has judged this to not be feasible.

Alysaundre stated that the new Gold Key pavilion is under construction.
New Business:

Elizabeth made a request on behalf of Brendan ap Llewllyn to borrow one of the archery
backdrops for War of the Trees, on the weekend of June 12-14. Discussion followed on what
we should charge as a rental fee, and if we should attach any sort of deposit to it. To gauge the
depreciated value of our backdrop, which would cost about $500 to fully replace, Morrghan
asked what the average lifespan of on is. Seathryth said that 3 to 5 years sounds about right;
she's had the current one for 2 years and it has only needed minor repairs here and there.
Morrghan asked if a $50 — 75 fee sounded reasonable, and the general consensus was that it is.

Transport was also discussed. Iurii was curious whether we would be using the backdrop at An
Tir/West War, and if so, would it be possible for Brendan to hook up with us to return it there?
Elizabeth said that we will not be responsible for any archery activities at the event, and
therefore won't need it. Brendan will be trusted to both pick the backdrop up and return it to us
in a timely manner.

A vote was taken to allow Brendan to rent the backdrop with a $25 rental fee and a $50 deposit,
with the stipulation that any necessary repairs would be taken out of the deposit. The payment
would be made in two separate checks that could be cashed and/or voided, as necessary.
Council voted unanimously to approve this.

Johanna inquired as to where the money for such rents and deposits goes; Ceridwen answered
that it goes directly into the general operating fund for the Barony.

Elizabeth also inquired on behalf of Dragon's Gate, which is putting in a bid for the 2010
Heraldic Symposium, as to how much it would cost to rent the stained glass and various other
pretty delights as decorations. As the majority of these are the private property of Baroness
Yseult, Elizabeth would need to contact her about such permission.

Maeve Cunningham was then invited to make a presentation on the subject of making and
selling calendars as a Baronial fundraiser. We all know that the Barony needs a new trailer
ASAP, and she hopes that this will help to raise the funds that will enable us to buy a brand
spankin' new one.

Her proposal is to make two kinds of calendars, featuring fighters — one of male fighters, and
one of female fighters. The two different types are so we can showcase fighters of each gender.
We can get them printed for %2 of retail, with a minimum printing batch of 25, and would sell
them for $15, or $12 to those who pre-order them. The calendar would be for 2010, and could
be printed by September.

Ceridwen was curious as to where we were going to pull the photo pool of fighters from. The
pool will be Kingdom-wide — fighters from all over An Tir will be invited to participate. Maeve
has a couple of photographers lined up to ensure some constancy in the quality of submissions.
Those who want to participate will be required to sign waivers and releases so we can use their
images. The formatting is flexible, so we don't necessarily have to use just twelve pictures; we
could use twenty-four, or even more, depending on what the ultimate layout is. Also, if there is
a lot of interest in the calendars, we can keep doing them year after year.

Saethryth wondered if we couldn't make a calendar showcasing non-combat activities, like A &
S. She was worried that this would just reinforce the notion that fighting is all we ever do in the
SCA. Maeve has considered the option of showing fighters doing non-combat activities, like
gaming or crafting something, in the winter months, to show that they are busy outside of the
tourney season. And a calendar featuring just A & S could also be done to appeal to that
interest.

Morrghan cautioned that she thinks we really should all just focus on having this one theme —
fighters — for the calendar, rather than getting sidetracked by lots of other ideas. Those ideas
will be fine in the future, if this venture turns out to be a success.

Ruth wanted to clarify that pre-orders could be taken ASAP, and this was verified. The process
will be that the photos are taken, layout designed, order put into the print shop; so pre-orders
can be taken as soon as An Tir/West War. Ruth also expressed concern that demand for one
type would be more than for the other, making for an uneven ratio, and potentially shortages of
one type with lots of excess copies of the other. Maeve said that that is what pre-orders are for,
to gauge interest overall.

Alysaundre asked about re-orders — will they need to be requested in multiples of 25? Yes, this
is the case.

William Christopher inquired as to whether we get any discounts for printing in bulk. We don't.
Saethryth asked how many of these things we need to sell in order to get our new trailer? Well,
a new trailer would cost a minimum of $3,000. Alysaundre said that the calendars will most
likely not raise enough to pay for a trailer right away, but if successful the venture will make

for a good start on that amount.

Talk then turned to the issue of shipping costs for the calendars. Morrghan has daily experience
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with mailing packets, and estimated our shipping cost to be around $3, significantly cutting into
our profit for pre-ordered calendars. Seathryth observed that with the S & H taken into account,
we're only looking at a $2 profit on pre-orders.

Elizabeth suggested delivering pre-ordered calendars to events, with people letting us know
what event they'd be attending in order to show up and claim them. Alyn suggested making a
note of the branch that people are pre-ordering from, and simply mail a package of calendars to
a representative of that branch to be distributed. Alys, who has extensive experience with
shipping books, shared that Priority Flate Rate mail costs $4.95, good for shipping anywhere.
Fifty more cents will buy insurance and Delivery Confirmation.

Ultimately, the consensus was that the customer will pay for S & H when they are making pre-
orders.

Ruth opined that perhaps we should give a smaller discount on pre-orders, or do away with the
discount entirely, and market them instead as being items of a limited quantity that can be
mailed to you if you pre-order.

Diel was concerned that this enterprise would put us in the position of being a business. He was
reassured that that would not be the case; the calendars are simply a non-event fundraiser.

Finngall was curious as to how long it would be before we see a completed calendar? It could
be done in as little as 1 to 2 months.

Diel wanted to know if we have enough to cover this right now. Rachel said that we do, and we
won't have to spend that money until after Egils. She went on to provide exact figures: we are
looking at $925 for printing 100 calendars and $10 for promotional flyers, for a total cost of
$935.

William Christopher suggested that a stipulation be made that the money would not be spent
until we get the minimum number of pre-orders to cover our costs. He calculated that this
would amount to 71 pre-orders.

Lastly, Ceridwen noted that even though this is a fundraiser with a trailer in mind, we will not
be earmarking this on paper for the trailer, simply because if we do so there is a possibility that
we may have a chunk of money that we would be required to sit on until we had enough to
purchase a trailer. It will be a general fundraiser for the Barony.

A vote was taken to approve $950 for the printing of 100 calendars. Council unanimously
approved it.

Lastly, Ariana gave an update on Egils. We have 10 merchants lined up, and that number may
grow to 15 by the deadline. (Alys said she was definitely going to be merchant #11.) We also
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have 50 pre-registrations. Things are going well. The work parties are going great; we had lots
of people out 2 weeks ago due to the sunshine. She has groups contacting her about doing site
set up and will always welcome more. She is planning the layout of the site and getting
equipment and materials. Alysaundre has a partial inventory of the Baronial property; she needs
to get into the storage unit and get stuff. She has a volunteer for Kitten Tossing (don't worry,
they're not real kittens) for Sunday. All services are taken care of. The biggest task at the
moment is deciding whether we really need to pay the woman who is letting us use her road as
a by-way to the site to re-gravel the road. In any case, the check for use of the road itself has
been submitted. Alysaundre stated that we as a group are not allowed to pay for improvements
on private property. In any case, there are no hard numbers for the potential cost of applying
gravel and no need to vote on it yet — it's just a heads-up on something to expect in the future.

Ariana is trying to get Fire & Ice going for the site; the Creswell Cub Scouts will be collecting
cans for us and if they can get adult volunteers, will be doing the Fire & Ice as well. The Boy
Scouts never got back to her on the picnic tables; it's a moot point this year anyway, because
parks seems to have misplaced the hardware for the tables. When the time comes, we can
submit a request for donated lumber from Jerry's.

As per the new park management, no fire dancing or fire breathing activities will be allowed.

Angharad has cast 60 pewter threadcasters, which will be the site tokens this year. She plans on
doing about 100 a day.

Their Royal Highnesses of the West sent apologies that they cannot attend Egils via Elizabeth.
Their Royal Highnesses of the Summits will be attending, however.

Iurii had a weatherproof map of the site made, and it will be posted at the front gate.
Johanna wanted to state that the Egils website 1s beautiful!

Council then moved on to Officer Reports.

Archery (Saethryth): Practice has been held once a week, with 4 regular attendees. She's going to
hold repair clinics to teach people how to maintain their arrows.

A & S (Alysaundre): The A & S Social was well attended. He held a class on pewter casting in
soapstone, and will hold another one after Egils. He is working on the Gold Key pavilion now, and
approximates that it is halfway done; he has all the poles completed for it. He hosted an open A & S
worknight and will do so again on Tuesday, May 5™. He also plans to hold a class on making period
turnshoes, most likely in June; it will be a two-part class.

Chamberlain: This position is vacant. If you are interested in filling it, please contact the Seneschal.

This position has some very important requirements, so you should consult with her to see if it will be a
good fit for you.
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Chatelaine (Fionnbharr): She was not present and did not send a report.

Chiurgeon: This position is currently OPEN. If you are interested in filling it, please contact the
Seneschal.

Chronicler (Aesa): I printed 12 hard copies; 8 of them were mailed out, 1 was hand-delivered to
someone, and 1 is being reserved for the Library. As usual, if you know of anyone who does not get
online access and would like a hard copy, please send me the appropriate address and I will add you to
my list! Printing cost $6.48; postage cost $3.78.

Exchequer (Rachel): She finished her Quarterly report, and can provide copies of that to interested
parties upon request. We have $6,982.97 in our bank account. She's been spending lots of time doing
pre-reg stuff for Egils.

Gold Key (Alys): She hasn't done anything recently. She may owe the Barony some money for sales at
12" Night. Rachel hadn't received a check from her so she will write one out for any monies that are
owed. She will be doing her usual duties at Egils and is excited about being able to do so in a brand-
new pavilion!

Herald (Angharad): She hosted a voice heraldry class with Tadhg, and hopes to host another such
class at a work party soon. She has volunteers for Egils and welcomes more. The populace badge has
been submitted. She needs a deputy. Elizabeth is also teaching 2 classes in Couer du Val on Tuesdays,
one before and one after Egils.

Library (Alysaundre): He hasn't really done anything with the Library lately.

Marshal (Aaron): He wasn't present. Official practices continue to happen on Wednesdays. They are
still looking for a safer location to hold fighter practice. If you know of any locations that meet those
criteria, Ceridwen would love to hear from you! The Rusty Gauntlet Tournament was held last
Wednesday and Gabriel Luvedy was the victor.

Park Liason (Karis): Angharad gave the report on Karis' behalf. The picnic tables will not be
happening this year. The check and volunteer hour sheets for Egils have been sent in.

Pied Piper: This position is currently OPEN. If you are interested in filling it, please contact the
Seneschal.

Scribe (Elizabeth): She painted scrolls on Tuesday; she has a total of 15 completed scrolls and master
copies of those scrolls. She needs to keep working out nights to get together for painting. She needs

someone to take over her office in September.

Seneschal (Ceridwen): We have 93 paid members, and 63 sustaining members. Membership numbers
are growing quarterly.

Thingmakers (Marian): They've been making lots of stuff to give away at Egils. Canvas storage bags
with the Baronial arms on them have been produced. Two sets of Regalia embroidery are done; she is
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setting the summer Heavy Champion Tourney as a deadline for the cloaks. Three Pillars are going well;
they need another judge for the Brewing competition. She will post pictures of our awesome stash of
loot on the Yahoo group soon.

Webminister (Digr): He says he has nothing to report, but Ceridwen insists that he's doing his job, and
Aesa is also really happy with the great job he's doing!

Work Party (Ambrose): Work parties have gone great; all the cake and truffles are GONE! There will
be a BBQ at next Saturday's work party; Marian is bringing hot dogs and you can bring your own extra
vittles if you want to. Ambrose has a scotch broom puller and is not afraid to use it. The blackberries
are also being beaten into submission.
